January 13, 1903 marks the day the first group of Korean immigrants
came to the United States in Honolulu, Hawaii, on the S.S. Gaelic, and
2022 marks the 119t anniversary of their arrival; and

Today, more than 1.7 million Korean Americans call the United States of
America their home, and in Garden Grove, our Korean American
community is prominent and vibrant; and
